I decided to do my doctorate
in Fine Arts (UB Barcelona).

There came a time when the canvas became small for my espressive needs. I
needed to embody the characters I painted, dramatize them and give them
life. First came the videoart and then the performance.

In general my pieces are interdisciplinary performances in which video art,
dance, representative theater and performance as live and immediate theater
converge. The audience is part of its dramatic development. Poetic actions that
interpellate the spectators sometimes in a radical and sometimes more subtle
way. Performance as a ritual. Poetic actions in which the soul is inevitably
transformed. As a scenic performance that does not ask to be understood or
interpreted but experienced.

Non-narrative pieces, more rhizomatic than anything that immerse the viewer
into a personal universe and a space-time dream that allows them to travel to
places not frequented by the psyche.
