Why do we bring this show at the Fringe Festival?
We are two International actresses.
I am an Italo-French actress who left Paris two years ago due to a sexual
harassment incident at work. I now live in London.
My scene partner is French, still lives in Paris, and won a sexual harassment
court case just few years ago.
We choose two Dario Fo monologues that bring light to this topic and address
it in a serious but artistic and humorous way. Sadly, our deeper connection
with the play came from first hand experience, shared by many alike on a daily
basis, we found ourselves as actresses being pressured into intimidating
positions by male tyrants, where we became shadowed by machismo and
inevitably forced to resign from our roles at the time for fear of humiliation.
Women’s rights is a topic very close to our hearts and we feel passionately that
it is necessary for women to talk openly about their experience in order to
elicit change. This is the underlying reason behind our personal connections
with Fo’s work and why we specifically want to work on “A woman alone”
and “We all have the same story”.
Who are we?
My name is Vanina Arias and I was born in Switzerland of Italian and Chilean
origin. I started with “café-théâtre” plays in Paris, where interaction with the
public is essential. Four years ago, I performed at the Hollywood Fringe Festival
in a comedy. I then went on with other types of plays, often comic duets and
was finally hired to play in short programs and TV shows and the last Death
